The PSAT is a test that measures critical reading, math problem-solving, and writing skills developed over many years. The PSAT will give you feedback about critical academic skills, prepare you for the SAT, and enter you in scholarship competitions. 
The PLAN test is $9.50. Please pay Ms. Shoults as soon as possible. It will be given Dec. 8 at 8:00 in room 101. The PLAN can stimulate thinking and planning for life after high school, assess status of academic preparation for postsecondary education, help focus test preparation to improve ACT scores, provide an estimated ACT Composite score, and increase the likelihood of being contacted by colleges.
